	Expression

Puppeteer should be expressive and change for each character.

	Puppet Manipulation
	Puppeteer always manipulated puppets so audience could see them. The puppets were manipulated in a way that made sense to the audience.     
	Puppeteer usually manipulated the puppets so the audience could see them.
	Puppeteer sometimes manipulated the puppets so the audience could see them.     
	Puppeteer rarely manipulated the puppets and they mostly remained in the same place.  
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
